# 1 – Wired for Success           Continues the dropping after a couple even efforts against tougher  
# 2 – Showin You Some Kvn Improved to finish 3rd vs similar despite a little stumbled at the start 
# 5 – Criminal Streak            Should find this group a better fit after being a bit overmatched last start

# 6 – Ivorys Patriot                  New Mexico shipper has run well with state bred company 
# 3 – Jk Double Trouble          Ran 3rd in RP Oaks trial after winning both career starts as a 2-year-old 
# 9 - Bm Candi Wish           Was a close 4th in optional claiming after hooking a tough group in trial 
        
$1 Exacta Box: 10-6-3 Cost: $6.00 2 out of the 3 horses must finish 1st and 2nd in any order.                  
$.50 Pick 3: 10-6-3 / 1-4 / 4-1-8 Cost: $9.00 Pick the winners of races 6, 7, 8. 
$.50 Pinnacle Pick 4: 10-6-3 / 1-4 / 4-1-8 / 4-5  Cost: $18.00 Pick the winners of races 6-9.

# 2 – Flying Joy 1                Oklahoma Futurity winner last year has a troubled trip in OK Derby trial 
# 8 – Eehdith                              Trouble last start after finishing 2nd vs allowance company  
             
$1 Exacta Box: 1-4-2 Cost: $6.00 2 out of the 3 horses must finish 1st and 2nd in any order. 
$.50 Pick 3: 1-4 / 4-1-8 / 4-5 Cost: $6.00 Pick the winners of races 7, 8, 9.

# 3 – Nsm Flying Corona         Winner in first start of season by a nose in allowance

# 4 – Amarillis                           Winner of RP Oaks at her favorite distance  
# 5 – Jlc Show Time                   Gets back to preferred distance since finishing 3rd in EVD Futurity last year 
# 9 – Dakota Stone                  Faced tough company last year competing in futurity trials in NM 
# 3 – Mamma Im Leaving You  Supplemented after winning in both starts this year at LAD vs state-breds 
             
$1 Exacta Box: 4-5-9 Cost: $6.00 2 out of the 3 horses must finish 1st and 2nd in any order. 
$.50 Pick 3: 4-5 / 7-9-2-6 / 3-4-2 Cost: $12.00 Pick the winners of races 9, 10, 11.  
$.50 Primetime Pick 4: 4-5 / 7-9-2-6 / 3-4-2 / 7-5-4-3 Cost: $48.00 Pick the winners of races 9-12.

# 3 – Catchn Southern Rays      Should love the distance after winning last start on open company 
# 4 – Freight Lyner                 Won first star of season for the neck in a longshot odds 
# 2 – Richrollnwagon         Finished 3rd in the SLM Big Daddy in last start 
# 7 – Defours                             Only horse in the race with win at distance  
  
$1 Exacta Box: 3-4-2 Cost: $6.00 2 out of the 3 horses must finish 1st and 2nd in any order.  
 

Race 12        Allowance                                                 330 yards   
# 7 – Wf Tuff as Diamonds     Last race was against tougher in RP Derby after finishing 3rd in trial 
# 5 – Dash for Power                 Skipping a condition after three straight runner-up finishes 
# 4 – Kool Dynasty                     Was 2nd at this level before finishing 4th in 110-yard tough allowance  
# 3 – Lews Muddybuddy     Only time in these conditions was a 3rd only beaten a neck last year at RP
