
HISA Rule 2276: Horseshoes
The following prohibitions apply to the use of horseshoes 
during training and racing:

(a) On dirt surfaces, Traction Devices other than full rims 2 
millimeters or less in height from the ground surface of the 
horseshoe are prohibited on forelimb horseshoes. Traction 
Devices other than full rims 4 millimeters or less in height from the 
ground surface of the horseshoe, or toe grabs (inserts, wear 
plates) 4 millimeters or less in height from the ground surface of 
the horseshoe, are prohibited on hindlimb horseshoes.

(b) On synthetic surfaces, Traction Devices other than full rims that 
are 2 millimeters or less in height from the ground surface of the 
horseshoe are prohibited on forelimb and hindlimb horseshoes.

(c) On turf surfaces, Traction Devices are prohibited on forelimb 
and hindlimb horseshoes.
